Park Seeks Comments on Fire Management Plan
Joshua Tree National Park is seeking comments from the general public and affected agencies in the preparation of its Fire Management Plan.  A draft Fire Management Plan Environmental Assessment (EA) is available for public review and comment.  The EA examines the possible impacts of implementing the proposed Fire Management Plan in Joshua Tree National Park. Joshua Tree National Park manages 794,000 acres, primarily of Mojave and Colorado desert ecosystems.  The park seeks to protect desert ecosystems, historic landscapes, cultural sites, and public safety through the park’s fire management plan.  The public’s input regarding the alternatives for fire management in the park is extremely important. 

Public comments on this Environmental Assessment are open for 30 days and will be accepted through May 17, 2005.
